Racing Cards
FIS/National Masters Card
* A Masters FIS card allows you to participate in International Masters 
events.  To participate in a regular FIS race, at minimum you require a 
regular FIS card (~$400 more). Both FIS cards need medicals National 
Cards do not need medical forms completed

2 day race weekend card
Certain events including Rides of March require a National Masters Card.  
National Masters cards must be purchased a minimum of 45 days in
advance of the event (longer for Masters FIS).  A weekend card can be 
purchased on the day of the event, certain restrictions apply.

Race card fees are assessed by Alberta Alpine and collected on behalf of 
Alberta Alpine by the club.
